The late 1950's Randolph Scott westerns directed by Budd
Boetticher, including 7 MEN FROM NOW, are models of sim-
plicity. Within their framework, Boetticher created a west of vio-
lence, poetry, gallows humor and dynamic, even attractive, vil-
lains. Born in Chicago,
Boetticher travelled to
Mexico in the late 1930's,
where he studied with the
country's finest matadors.
He began as a bullfighting
consultant on

but soon directed a series
